Dear parents,

I’d like for the elementary students to have full band rehearsal on Wednesday this week to help 
them prepare for the concert later that evening. (We will follow the normal schedule for all 
other days this week.)

We ask that all elementary students dress in their nicest, clean clothes to the concert (because 
we want them to look as good as they sound.)

All in all, the program will last between 30 and 45 
minutes. I look forward to seeing you this Wednesday, and hope you enjoy the show!
